OLD BUSINESS:

Madden Property:
The Community Preservation Committee voted to provide $400,000 towards the purchase price of
$430000; There are private donations to cover the remaining $30,000. Tom Tidman requests the
Cemetery Commission donate approximately $7500 towards the $15,000 amount required to set up a
Conservation Restriction fund. Bill Klauer suggest donating the whole $15,000 towards the purchase price
if we could go back to the original Tuttle survey and give parcel “X” back to the cemetery. Tom Tidman will
speak with Steve Marsh and discuss the possibility, Motion: Contingent upon the transfer of parcel “X” back
to the cemetery for cemetery furPoses the Commissioners would donate $15,000 towards the purchase of
176 Central Street. Motion 2 , passed.

Plans noting a
detailed sketch of the desired monument must be submitted along with specific dimensions and any
specific site requirements for setting it into place. A perennial care fee will be established based on
the size and any specific maintenance requirements.
