What NOT to bring to Household Hazardous Waste Day:

alkaline batteries (dispose of in regular trash), latex paint (open,

add hardener to  expedite drying, throw away), smoke detectors
(dispose of in trash), asbestos (call a Licensed Asbestos Contractor),
compressed gas cylinders, ammunition, fireworks, explosives,
commercial or industrial waste, infectious & biological waste,
radioactive waste, oil filters (punch hole in dome, drain for 24 hours,
save oil for recycling, put in trash after draining). If you wish to
dispose of Sharps you can find kiosks in the following locations:
Acton Nursing Service, 30 Sudbury Road, Acton Town Hall, 472 Main
Street and Transfer Station. Medications can be disposed off in a
Kiosk located at the Acton Police Station only.

Ticks don't start transmitting diseases ASAP.

Ticks can spread multiple diseases at once.

Most Internet home remedies don’t work.

You should remove a tick with a pair of tweezers.

8. The symptoms from tick-borne illnesses can show up within a few
days.

9. Not everyone with Lyme disease will get a rash.

10. Just because a tick can transmit a disease doesn’t mean it will.
11. Lyme disease rates have been climbing steadily.

12. There is no Lyme disease vaccine for humans, but there is one
for dogs.

13. You're most at risk for a tick bite in the summer.

14. You can protect yourself against ticks.

15. You should do tick checks every two to three hours.

+  Allow your lawn mower to cool before adding gasoline. Gasoline
vapors are invisible and could ignite easily when coming in contact
with a hot muffler.

+  This practice should be used on all gasoline powered equipment.

+  Always store gasoline in an approved container.

*  Refrain from smoking while refueling.

+  Secure the gasoline can in an upright position and keep away from
any ignition source.

*  Never transport gasoline in the passenger compartment of a
vehicle.
